Aerator
Rental Agreement and Release
The Poultney Mettowee Natural Resources Conservation District, hereinafter called the District, agrees to rent the following equipment: 15 foot Aerator / 8’9” Aerator (circle one) to the following company or person: ___________________, hereinafter referred to as RENTER, under the following terms and conditions:   
1. Equipment Rented: 15 foot Genn-Till Aerator / 8’9” Genn-Till Aerator
2. Rental Rate: The rent for the above equipment shall be $5 per acre. RENTER shall pay to the District rent within ten (10) days of receipt of invoices. Invoices will be sent on completion of the rental period or at monthly intervals whichever comes first. 
NOTE: The rental fee is waived for  2010 but may be charged in future years.
3. Ownership:  The equipment is, and shall at all times remain, the property of the District.
4. Renter’s Responsibility: Any damage and associated repair or replacement costs caused to the aerator beyond reasonable wear and tear and deemed “preventable” is the responsibility of the RENTER.  Preventable damage includes inappropriate use, inappropriate loads, or general negligence. 
5. Alterations: No alterations or repairs may be made to the equipment by RENTER during the rental period.
6. The RENTER agrees to pick up the equipment at its location as of the agreed upon date.  The RENTER is responsible for transportation of the equipment to his/her location and any costs incurred.  The RENTER  may be able to enter into an agreement with the District for transportation upon request (contract the District directly for further information).
7. The RENTER agrees to make the equipment available on the agreed upon date after use, regardless of any other factors (weather, work not completed, personal issues).  This agreement binds the RENTER to specific dates which cannot be changed without approval of the District.  

8. The RENTER agrees to leave the equipment at an available location on his/her farm for pickup at the agreed upon time and date.
9. Assignment: Neither this agreement nor the equipment may be assigned, transferred, or be in any way encumbered by RENTER without the written consent of the District.

10. Validity: By its verbal or written authorization to the District, RENTER accepts the terms and conditions of this Agreement and agrees to return a signed copy of the Agreement to the District.

11. Maintenance: Proper care and maintenance of the equipment during its field use will be the responsibility of RENTER. Equipment, which is returned in poor condition requiring cleaning or repairs due to abnormal wear and tear, will be brought back to rentable condition at the expense of RENTER.  By signing this agreement, the RENTER agrees to grease aerator fittings every 3 to 4 hours of equipments use. 
12. Compensation from the VT Agency of Agriculture:  Cost-share funding from VAAFM may be available to assist in the expense of using the aerator.  Should the renter choose to pursue funding from VAAFM, the Renter confirms by signing this agreement that he/she does not owe any payment to the state of Vermont on a Final Order enforcement, and that he/she has not already received greater than the annual allowed allocation for Farm Agronomic Practice funds from the state within that fiscal year (July 1 – June 30).  Application for state cost-share is the responsibility of the renter and not the District. The District is in no way liable should the renter be unable to receive cost-share funds from the state for any reason.
13. Default and Remedies: RENTER shall be deemed to have breached this Agreement if RENTER
(a) defaults in any payment (not applicable for 2010);
(b) defaults in any of the terms herein and such default shall continue uncorrected for ten (10) days after written notice thereof to RENTER by the District; OR
(c) becomes insolvent, or if a petition is filed by or against RENTER under the Bankruptcy Act or any other law for relief of debts.
In the event of any default, PMNRCD may declare the entire amount of unpaid rental payments immediately due and payable and the District may immediately terminate this Agreement. In the event of such termination, RENTER agrees to immediately return the equipment to the District or RENTER agrees the District may enter into the premises where the equipment is located and remove same. All costs and expenses, including legal fees incurred in execution of this section of the Agreement will be paid by RENTER.

14. Governing Law: This Agreement shall be governed by and construed for all purposes in accordance with the laws of the State of Vermont.
15. Liability: RENTER shall accept responsibility and liability for all personnel and sub-contractors used by it. RENTER shall also keep safe and hold harmless the District and assume the entire risk and liability for all and any suits, claims, causes of action, liability and damages of any kind, whether direct or consequential, brought asserted or recovered against RENTER, by third parties. Furthermore the District shall not be liable for any loss of use, profit or product or for expenses or liabilities incurred by RENTER whether or not such losses are caused or claimed to be caused by the operation, non-operation or any use whatsoever of the services or equipment provided by the District in connection with this Agreement.

16. RENTER, for the lease herein and other good and valuable consideration does hereby remise, release and forever discharge the District and its successors and assigns, of and from any and all manner of actions, causes of action, suits, controversies, agreements, trespasses, damages, judgments, executions, claims and demands whatsoever, which against the said District and its respective successors and assigns RENTER ever had, now has or which his/her successors or assigns hereafter can, shall or may have for, upon or by reason of any matter, cause or things whatsoever, as it may relate to RENTER’s lease and use of the equipment noted and this lease agreement.
